Ask questions and reflect on your practice,
hear about what's happening to others and stimulate your thinking
with outside input.

How would we get going?

There’s an introductory residential on 21st-22nd October 2009 in
Sheffield to start things off. We'll form geographical action learning
networks with trained facilitators which will then meet during the year in
the South West, South East, Midlands, North East, North West and in
Northern Ireland.

How long would I be committed to this?
In the first instance, for 12 months (Oct 2009 to Sept 2010)

How much would it cost?

£80 plus overnight accommodation for the residential in October. We
hope that participants might be able to offer hospitality to each other
when groups meet. Other than that, it's your travel costs.

Church Army Evangelists are able to request a grant from the Lifelong
Learning Team for most of this. Ordained Pioneer Ministers may be able to
negotiate with their Diocesan IME 4-7/CME budget-holder.
